e Prohibit the deposit any snow, ice or other frozen precipitation onto a public street or public
sidewalk or other public property;

o Authorize the Commissioners of St. Mary’s County to remove any snow, ice or other frozen
precipitation which has not been removed and make the owner liable for the cost of such removal;
and

o Specify penalties for violation of certain provisions of the Ordinance.

Citizens are encouraged to attend and participate in the public hearing.
